HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of supraventricular tachycardia and underwent ablation in the past. The patient is now complaining of episodes of palpitations. No syncope or presyncope.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has occasional palpitation. I will schedule the patient for a Holter monitor to evaluate any recurrence of supraventricular tachycardia. I will follow the patient after the Holter monitor study.
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
