HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial flutter status post ablation. The patient is here for followup. The patient is maintaining in normal sinus rhythm. Denied any syncope or presyncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/80 mmHg, pulse 70, and respirations 16.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
