Dear Dr. Loubert:

This is a followup for Mrs. Lathan with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension, and parathyroid abnormalities.  Last visit in December.  Denies hospital admission.  She has done Holter monitor, does not know the results.  She has not noticed chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  Cardiology Dr. Gellman has retired.  She snores, is going to be tested for sleep apnea.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No infection in the urine , cloudiness or blood.  Presently no edema or claudication symptoms.  Denies respiratory symptoms.  Some arthritis of the hips but no antiinflammatory agents, otherwise review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the losartan and Bumex, also takes potassium pill.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure diastolic runs high 127/90, weight up 260, which is stable from the last visit.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  Able to speak in full sentences.
Laboratory Data:  The most recent chemistries are from March, anemia 12.7.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Present creatinine 1.2.  Normal sodium and potassium, elevated bicarbonate.  GFR 45 stage III.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension diastolic, not well controlled, increase losartan to 100 mg, discontinue potassium pills.  Check potassium creatinine few days after.
2. CKD stage III.
3. No proteinuria.
4. Likely secondary hyperparathyroidism, presently normal calcium.
5. History of coronary artery disease status post prior stenting, normal ejection fraction.  No further workup.
6. Diabetes on treatment.
7. Exposure to Carafate, awaiting results of aluminum.
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8. Eye abnormalities what is called rod cone dystrophy with blindness.
9. All issues discussed with the patient.  We called PACE for the medication changes needed and the blood test to be done as indicated above.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. The patient verbalized understanding.
