Dear Dr. Horsley:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bailey with chronic kidney disease, congestive heart failure, low sodium concentration.  Last visit in October.  No hospital admission.  Weight is stable.  Two meals a day.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Constipation.  No bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  No ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Denies dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  No sleep apnea.  No skin rash or bruises.  No bleeding nose or gums.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Long list of supplementation, pain control tramadol, but no medications for blood pressure.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Weight 105 and pulse 66.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.

Labs:  Chemistries from January, creatinine 1.5 which is baseline, GFR of 33 stage IIIB, low sodium 133.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.4.

Assessment & Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime, no progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

2. Congestive heart failure diastolic type stable.

3. Low sodium concentration.  Continue fluid restriction stable

4. Anemia, not symptomatic.  No external bleeding, no treatment.

5. We will monitor overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
