CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came with a chief complaint of low back pain, neck pain, and scrotal irritation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his low back pain is on and off and the pain level is between 5 and 7 without any radiation to the lower extremities. Pain is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting. The patient did not push, pull, or lift any objects in the last few days. The patient woke up last week with low back pain.
The patient also complained of neck pain mostly on the right side, but sometimes on the left side and the pain level is 4 or 5. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities. The patient did not fall down.

The patient also complained of irritation on the scrotum both sides. He had similar problem last year and he was seen by urologist and the condition eventually improved. The patient at work sits down as well as walks. He is very obese. The patient did not see any bleeding on the skin or pus formation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three or four times a day. The patient also is on nebulizer treatment as needed. It is 2.5 mg albuterol.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on glipizide 10 mg two tablets in the morning and one at night and metformin 1000 mg twice a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on montelukast 10 mg once a day.
The patient is also on omega-3 1000 mg twice a day.

MEDICATIONS: All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled. 
ALLERGIES: None.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: He is married. He lives with his wife. He has no children. The patient works as a security officer. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Very obese. There is no abdominal tenderness. No apparent organomegaly.

GENITALIA: Examination reveals minimal edema of the scrotum. Testicles are unremarkable without any mass. There is no lymph node enlargement.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient ambulates without any assistance.
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
