CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of hoarseness of voice.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that since she is using the BiPAP machine her voice has been hoarse and the patient does not have any sore throat or cough or fever.
The patient has a history of COPD and she was seen by pulmonologist and started on BiPAP machine at home. I had a long discussion with son who stated that she has just change in the voice, but there is no sore throat or fever or chills and there was no phlegm or sputum production.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, blood in the saliva, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or rashes.
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
