PATIENT NAME: Rodriguez, Frank

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. His blood sugars are acceptable at home. He was referred to Dr. Angirekula for chest pain and Dr. Angirekula did stress test followed by cardiac catheterization. The patient had a cardiac catheterization on December 15, 2021 and he required medical therapy only. The patient was found to have diffuse moderate atherosclerosis of the left coronary circulation without any focal or flow limiting obstruction. The patient also had abdominal aortogram with distal runoff studies on February 18, 2022 by Dr. Angirekula and patient required laser atherectomy followed by deployment of drug eluting stent for 80% calcific stenosis involving mid left circumflex femoral artery. The patient is on Plavix and Pletal for peripheral arterial disease. The patient is also on metoprolol ER for coronary artery disease.

PLAN: The patient will continue current medicines. His diabetes is under control. Blood test will be done at next visit in three months.
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
