PATIENT NAME: Baeza, Rosinda

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/04/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of pain in the left shoulder for last one week and she has difficulty with movements of left shoulder. The patient does not want steroid injection in the left shoulder at present. She will take Tylenol and if she does not improve, she will come for steroid injection in the left shoulder or we will refer her to orthopedic doctor. The patient was seen by Dr. Neerukonda and Dr. Neerukonda has discontinued amiodarone. The patient has a chronic atrial fibrillation and Dr. Neerukonda wanted to do electric counter shock, but patient does not want it and she does not want to go back to see Dr. Neerukonda. She just wants to continue Eliquis. Dr. Neerukonda had given her atenolol/chlorthalidone, but it made her sick and she went back to her previous medications.

PLAN: Medication reconciliation was done. We ordered Eliquis and we explained her about atrial fibrillation. Her ventricular rhythm is under control. EKG or rhythm strip shows chronic atrial fibrillation. The patient will be on rate control. Her ventricular rate is under control at present. Her blood pressure is under control with losartan. The patient will be seen again in three months.
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
