PATIENT NAME: Gomez, Mary

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/04/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of pain in the right knee. The patient fell in January 2022 and she continues to have pain in the right knee. The patient had been seen by her eye specialist and subsequently referred to Dr. Esho for workup for autoimmune disease and she is going to have blood test including ANA in next few days. The patient had a negative ANA in the past.

PLAN: The patient does not want to see orthopedic doctor at present. X-ray of the right knee is ordered. Celebrex 200 mg daily started and patient is advised to stop it if she does not have joint pains. The patient is not taking rosuvastatin. Therefore, we did not order lipid panel but she is going to restart rosuvastatin. She will get CBC, CMP, hepatitis B surface antigen, hepatitis C antibody, free T4, and TSH at CPL Laboratory when she goes for blood test ordered by Dr. Esho. Her liver enzymes were slightly high most likely from fatty liver but we are going to check her for hepatitis B and hepatitis C also. She will be seen again in six months as requested by her.
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
