Thank you for this referral.

This is a patient referred here for evaluation of elevated iron and hemoglobin.

This patient is a 48-year-old male. He does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of intellectual disability secondary to complete Trisomy 21 syndrome, history of dementia, major depression, and history of seizure disorders for which he is on antiseizure medications. He also has gastritis and reflux and he is feeding gastrostomy tube. He is sent here because of elevated iron and hematocrit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair. He is a mouth breather and eyes are closed.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Rattling sound for mouth breathing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding gastrostomy tube.

Extremities: Dependent edema.
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LABS: Hemoglobin 16.3, WBC 10.2, and platelet count is 276. His serum iron is 174, which is higher than normal, saturation is 45%, which is borderline high and his ferritin is 198, which is normal.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Elevated serum iron, however normal ferritin and saturation.

2. Normal hemoglobin and hematocrit.

3. History of seizure disorder. The patient on seizure medications.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, his ferritin is normal, saturation is normal, iron is only slightly elevated so we should go ahead and just closely follow it. At this point, no further evaluation or treatment maybe required. We could see him in two months with ferritin level, iron saturation, and CBC.
