History: Mr. Hill was seen today. He was accompanied by his wife to the office. Mr. Hill has problem with hemoptysis. He still showed me a picture of thick phlegm that he was bringing out and the phlegm was full of blood and mucus, but the blood was light in color. He went and saw ear, nose and throat, Dr. Kuppersmith who felt that there was some thickening of the sinus and he did CAT scan and he wants to repeat it. He does not think that is the cause of hemoptysis. He states if the hemoptysis persists maybe in three months he will do a biopsy, but at this point because he is on steroids and antibiotics two rounds, he does not think anything more needs to be done at this point and he did do CAT scan of his sinuses in his office. I have reviewed the consult. Dr. Weber had felt that the CAT scan was done by Scott & White when he went to emergency room for the hemoptysis, but apparently that was not done after I reviewed the records, so we did fax a note to Dr. Weber because I think if this is persistent this needs to be done. The second thing is the patient’s wife also called Dr. Weber’s office and let them know that the patient did not have CT of the lung at Scott & White as his notes had written. When his wife called and talked to Dr. Weber’s nurse, the nurse called her back and stated Dr. Weber felt it was enough to get information from the x-ray chest and that he did not mind if CAT scan was not done. Anyway, the patient told me he has an appointment with Dr. Weber on 04/18/2022 and we will proceed from there. I told him that we do not want to forget any problems with this hemoptysis and further workup and that CAT scan may be necessary and we will wait till what Dr. Weber has to say. Rest of the notes are as in the chart. His amlodipine was refilled today. Lot of discussion about hemoptysis and causes discussed. The patient states everything started after he started using the CPAP, but CPAP does help him sleep better.
