History: Ms. Flowers was seen today. Ms. Flowers feels she gets constipated probably secondary to amlodipine. I had reviewed the medication list and felt that we could hold off her amlodipine and change her carvedilol to 12.5 mg twice a day and see how she does. This was explained to the patient and a new prescription of carvedilol 12.5 mg twice a day given. Addendum to medication list made about this change. The second problem is she was having a lot of itching in the ears and difficulty hearing, so she was referred to CHI St. Joseph ENT. Dr. Snow examined her and he used some antibiotic ear washes with improvement. She is having some problems with dry eyes and vision and she has seen Dr. Lindsay in the past, so she is going to go ahead and see him. We will also send her a Cologuard kit as it has been 10 years since she had a colonoscopy. So, we will send her a Cologuard kit. We will see her in the office in one month after this change. So, the patient is going to see Dr. Lindsay, the eye doctor and then going to see me after that, we will get records of Dr. Snow as to what was done. Lab results are discussed. Her sugar was in good control with A1c of 5.9.
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
