History: Ms. Garcia came in today. We reviewed her CGM readings. The highest she has had is about 180 to 185 ranging from 110 to 185, which is showing improvement. She has tolerated Ozempic shots very well and feels the sugars are coming down, so she is still interested in the CGM. She states she has to pay only $3 for the strips, but Humana told her that if she went for the CGM, it will be $800 deductible, so we will still send it and see what happens; if it is that $800, the patient is not interested in it. The patient is off Repatha because of the $800 cost anyway, so I have reviewed her CGM readings for complementary CGM that we had put on her for four weeks in a row and her sugar highest has been up to 185 after the Ozempic, so we will give her another Ozempic; she has still four shots left and we will see her in the office in a month. I have ordered another A1c and a lipid panel.
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
