HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old female patient here with a complaint of having bumps with discharge on both earlobes. This patient has a history of multiple piercings on her earlobes and most recently she has found that they will cause pain bilaterally as well as accompanied by some type of drainage. At one point, she had few drops of blood oozing from one of those cysts. Cannot rule out abscess. I have talked to her about possibly it is a keloid scar from all of the piercings that she has had for her ears. Alternatively, it could stem from an abscess as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Bupropion.
ALLERGIES: ZITHROMAX.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol, or smoking. Last menstrual period two weeks ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems has been done, completely negative except for what is mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/78. Pulse 96. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.7. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 157 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Do display an abscess-like/keloid area of induration on each earlobe. No warmth identified. Left side is a bit softer than the right side, cannot rule out abscess. Oropharyngeal area clear.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.
Remainder of exam unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Possible abscess bilateral earlobe versus keloid scarring. However, there is a discharge off and on. The patient will be treated with antibiotics. She will return to clinic in one week for a followup. The patient also advised to keep warm compresses on areas in question as well. Plan of care reviewed with her. I have answered all her questions today.
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
