PREOPERATIVE HISTORY & PHYSICAL

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 74-year-old male seen for preoperative clearance.

HPI: The patient is a 74-year-old male with history of cataracts dating to approximately two years earlier. He presents to the office for cardiovascular clearance. He denies any symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. He states that he is able to walk to Lake Merritt at a very fast pace. He reports decreased visual acuity over the last several years. He now seeks correction and he is being seen preoperatively.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Arthritis, left knee.

2. Glaucoma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Arthroscopic surgery, left knee, 30 years earlier.

2. Left eye surgery 20 years ago for glaucoma.

3. Colonoscopy.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with history of liver cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes rare alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use. He previously worked as a letter carrier.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: No fever or chills.

HEENT: He wears reading glasses. Nose: He has sinus problems and reports allergies.

The remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable except for left knee pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/73, pulse 58, weight 166.2 pounds, and temperature 97.5.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 55 beats per minute. There is nonspecific ST elevation. ECG is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: A 74-year-old male seen preoperatively as he is scheduled for cataract surgery. He has history of glaucoma which he reports as *_________*. He has history of arthritis of the left knee. He has findings of bradycardia, but is otherwise felt to be medically stable for his procedure. He is cleared for same.
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
