Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Williams comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has had low vision with his right eye since his earliest recollection. He states that there is a consideration of having surgery on the right side as a child, but then he was told that the surgery would not be beneficial, so he never underwent the surgery. He has a history of working as cashier at a local supermarket, but stopped approximately 18 years ago for non-medical reasons. He states that he does not work, but he does not have a particular reason for his unemployment.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on the right side and 20/25 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –1.00 x 128 on the right and –2.50 –0.50 x 176 on the left. The near acuity with the distance correction measures 20/400 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. There is a right-sided exotropia. The slit lamp examination shows a small opacity in the lens on the right side. Otherwise, the media are clear on both sides. The fundus examination shows a small truncated optic nerve head on the right side with significant peripapillary atrophy. Otherwise, the fundus examination is unremarkable on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows 38 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 92 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Optic nerve hypoplasia, right eye.

2. Amblyopia.

3. Myopia.

Mr. Williams has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer with the use of his left eye. As well, he can avoid hazards in his environment. The prognosis for the right eye is poor. Prognosis for left eye is good.
