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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. The patient comes complaining of occasional chest pain, occasional palpitations and generalized weakness that has been going on for more than two months. As comorbidities, the patient has hyperlipidemia; otherwise, the patient has been in very good condition. The laboratory workup is very stable. Taking into consideration the symptoms that the patient is experiencing, we are going to refer her to cardiology, Dr. Torres.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Macular degeneration under ophthalmologist’s care. Reevaluation in one year with laboratory workup.
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
