Ms. Lovelace is seen in hospital followup. She was seen regarding foot pain, wounds, diabetes mellitus, and hypertension.

HISTORY: Ms. Lovelace was in the hospital. She could not recall exactly why she was in the hospital.  She has history of mild dementia, but she was well oriented today. She also had some degree of dysphagia and she did not pass the swallowing evaluation. Thus she is on tube feeding. She is currently getting Glucerna 8 ounces every four hours. Depression seems better enough and affect was better when I had last seen in a different AFC. She believes to have pressure ulcers on lateral aspect of both feet. They appear clean and slightly larger on the left than the right. It is improved from before her hospitalization and she is getting wound care. Her hypertension is controlled. Her diabetes is relatively stable with Lantus. The staff was present at the home. They did not have meds completely resolved in the computer. I need to get more information of the total medication that she came back from Regency where she got rehab. The ones that I do know she has is Tylenol 650 mg every 6h p.r.n, tramadol 50 mg b.i.d, gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d, ferrous sulfate 220 mg/5 mL 6 mg daily, Biotin gel for dry mouth twice a day, melatonin 10 mg nightly, bupropion 75 mg b.i.d, metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d, Celexa 20 mg daily, vitamin D 50,000 units weekly and Thera-M one daily. There may be other ones I need to get a comprehensive list from the facility when the manager comes.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for arthritis, hypertension, gallstones, diabetes mellitus, back pain, hernia repair, anxiety, chronic kidney disease, active depression, diabetes mellitus type II, retinopathy, hypertension, anemia, depression, and urinary incontinence.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a former smoker, but not recently. No alcohol excess.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headaches, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain or vomiting. She has some dysphagia. She has pain in her feet at the side of the wound. No dysuria. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital signs: Blood pressure 136/74, pulse 84, respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements intact. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears normal to inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmurs. Slight edema, but not severe. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No palpable organomegaly. CNS: Cranial nerves are grossly normal. Sensation is grossly intact.
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Skin: There are lesions small about an inch long on the right lateral foot and there is one little longer on the left lateral foot. Some slight pain there. Mental Status: She is completely oriented to time and place. She knew the date, year, month and season. Orientation to place, she knew the place, city, state, county, and floor. Affect was normal today and she is not as depressed today as in the past.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Lovelace is stable with respect to her wounds and is getting home care and wound care. She has Tylenol available for pain and tramadol 50 mg b.i.d for more severe pain. 

2. She has diabetes mellitus and we will observe on the Lantus 10 units daily.

3. She has neuropathy. I will continue gabapentin 300 mg three times a day.

4. She has hypertension controlled with metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d and I need to get med list to see if any other medications are being ordered or discontinued. She has been on lisinopril before, but I do not see that on the packet of meds that she got from Regency.

5. For depression, I will continue citalopram 20 mg daily.
