CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.

A:
Atrial fibrillation, thyroid goiter, hypertension, peripheral neuropathy, anxiety, and depression.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient refused to go to the emergency room because she was having palpitations and shortness of breath.  She is in atrial fibrillation.  She does not want EKG.  We will start her on Toprol and Eliquis and she understands the risks and side effects including the death.
