CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided weakness, unable to walk, bowel incontinence, and followup for left-sided cerebrovascular accident.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she has weakness on the right side of the body and she is unable to walk and especially is mostly in the wheelchair or bedridden and she is getting physical therapy at home. Also, husband stated that the patient has bowel incontinence and sometimes it comes out without notice and there was no blood in the stools.
The patient came today as a followup for left-sided cerebrovascular accident and the patient is able to talk and she does not have any swallowing difficulty and she moves her extremities, but she needs 24-hour supervision and help 24x7 and husband provides that.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or open woods.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and the patient is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three or four times a day as needed.
The patient has a history of gout and she is on allopurinol 100 mg one tablet a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day and low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and she is on Eliquis 2.5 mg one tablet a day as per the cardiologist.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypotension after dialysis and she is on midodrine 5 mg once a day if blood pressure is less than 100/60. All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and he helps her 24x7. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals right-sided weakness and the patient is not able to put any weight on the right leg and she is on wheelchair.

I had a long discussion with husband regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
