PATIENT NAME: Warren, Patsy

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/05/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to the emergency room at Medical Center Hospital on February 8, 2022 with new onset atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response after few minutes she converted back to normal sinus rhythm. Subsequently, she was seen by Dr. Angirekula and she had echocardiogram and Cardiolite Lexiscan stress test and she is on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day. The patient was taking Eliquis 5 mg daily as she could not tolerate 5 mg twice a day and we advised her to retry Eliquis 5 mg twice a day. The patient is getting Eliquis through the drug company.

PLAN: The patient was advised the importance about taking Eliquis as she has paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. She will continue to follow with Dr. Angirekula. Echocardiogram on March 15, 2022 showed grade I diastolic dysfunction and ejection fraction 70-75%. The patient is currently normal sinus rhythm. She had a normal Cardiolite Lexiscan stress test on March 15, 2022. She will be seen again as per previous appointment. Blood test will be done at next visit.
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
