PATIENT NAME: Sanchez, Guadalupe

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/05/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of pain in the right groin for last two weeks. There is no evidence of lymph node enlargement in the right groin. The patient has more pain when she walks. The patient also complains of painful urination and vaginal itching. She wants a refill of phentermine.

PLAN: Phentermine was reordered. The patient will come tomorrow morning for blood test. Urinalysis, urine culture, hepatitis B surface antigen, and hepatitis C antibody will be ordered. The patient had elevated liver enzymes, which could be from morbid obesity also. The patient will start Macrobid 100 mg twice a day after she gives urine sample tomorrow. Lorazepam 1 mg at bedtime 30 tablets ordered with two refills. Diflucan 200 mg daily for three days and Lotrisone cream apply locally twice a day is ordered for vaginal itching. She will continue phentermine and Topamax for weight loss. Celebrex 200 mg daily was ordered for pain in the right hip and she will take it for four weeks.
