Mr. Jones was seen today. His medication list reconciled. He wanted a refill of lot of medicines sent through Express Scripts. He gets the medicines for almost a year and I see him just once a year or so. He has had both eyes cataract surgery. He was having some back pain and they were thinking of doing back surgery as he has already had some back surgery before. They told him for his chronic pain, he needs to have a spinal cord stimulator put in or have another procedure where they burn the nerves. I discussed with him *__________* though he was very adamant that he is going to go for that. He saw another physician who also discussed the side effects and the patient did not go for spinal cord stimulator. He states he went for a shot in the back. He states he got two shots and that lasted only two days and complete recurrence of pain, but he is now going to go for spinal cord stimulator. I told him pain is the real problem and that is strictly his choice of what he wants to do. He has history of genital herpes and wants acyclovir as well as all medicines. A complete lab slip including PSA is given to monitor his medication use. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam as in the chart.
This is just a note that he did not have spinal cord stimulator. He may have pain, but he was walking without assistive device when walking upright and he is not on opioids or even tramadol.
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
