History: Some nurse named Linda from Allumine Home Health called me today stating Mark’s UA looks good and he is not running fever and I stopped her call at that time and asked as to who had ordered the UA and she stated it was not me, but she had not relayed the message to the doctor who had ordered. To note, Mr. Heslip had gone to Houston for a suprapubic catheter placement for his ALS and the patient was concerned that he had started running 102 and 101 fevers. So, apparently he went and saw somebody yesterday, even I do not know that. The nurse kind of thought that he may have come here to see me, but I did not see Mr. Heslip, so I stated I cannot be making the decision to give him antibiotics or not, the home health nurse has to contact the appropriate physician who ordered the urine test, so that appropriate treatment action can be done. Mr. Heslip has ALS and is not able to urinate on his own and has now a suprapubic catheter put in. I advised the nurse the appropriate ordering doctor has to be informed. He could be getting septic too with 101 and 102 fevers and that not to ignore and that I am not making any decision about antibiotics because I have not seen the patient. It may be best to take him to the ER if he is running these high fevers or call the doctor who ordered it, so he can get further instructions. She states she understands that. As I do take care of Mark, I will try to call him personally and advise him to do whatever I advised the nurse to do.
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
