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This is a phone consultation.

In my previous dictation, the nurse at Allumine Home Health had called me that the UA looked good and I told her to relay the message to the doctor who had ordered it, as I had not ordered and did not know what was going on. I decided to put a phone call visit to Mr. Heslip. Mr. Heslip stated that he had a suprapubic catheter put in end of February because he was not able to pee on his own at all. Mr. Heslip states whole Sunday he was not feeling well and he states he felt heaviness or stressed from abdomen above to the head. He states that continued through Monday and, on Monday, his temperature was 101°F. He states he let the ALS doctor know and he had chills with the fever. The ALS doctor then ordered a urine exam. The nurse came in to check him and checked his lungs and heart and did a UA. The UA was apparently negative. He states today his temperature was 98.7°F. He states he usually runs 97°F and this 98.7°F is a little high for him, and the best education that could be done as it was already 3:30 on Tuesday afternoon, I told him that sepsis is a possibility whenever you have an indwelling catheter whether it is in the bladder or suprapubic region and that if he runs 101 fever again he must go to the ER to get checked for sepsis. He states he will definitely, he understands I told him what sepsis means and I told him that UA could be negative, but then he could be having bloodstream infection. So, high fever with chills is a strong possibility that he needs to keep into the picture and he states he will do that. He states if he has little temperature high, but he will watch out for sepsis and go to the ER.
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
