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1. KC, 28-year-old young lady comes in with heart palpitations. The patient’s EKG, cardiac workup, CT of the chest for PE were all negative. The patient diagnosed with anxiety. She did not answer the phone. Left message for her.
2. NB, 6-year-old child seen with fever, stomachache, diagnosed with flu A. Treated with Tamiflu. Already doing better. Mother was very happy with the care. No issues or concerns. 

3. JV, 24-year-old young man with sore throat, cough, and congestion, diagnosed with bronchitis after swab tests were negative. Sent home with antibiotics. Doing much better per father.

4. BT, 48-year-old with abscess right calf. The patient was transferred to TEH for IV antibiotics. Did not answer the phone at this time.

5. MI, 20-year-old with cough, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis after swab test was done. Treated with Amoxil. The patient did not answer the phone today, I left message.

6. RD, 4-year-old child with diarrhea and abdominal pain. Diagnosed with constipation after x-rays were done. No blood work was done and no CT of the abdomen was done in face of diarrhea and abdominal pain. Treated with lactulose. Father states the child is doing better. He is back at school with no issues or problems.

7. AA, 7-year-old with ear and stomach problems. Negative swab test. Diagnosed with otitis media. Mother was very happy with the care received.

8. SN, 42-year-old with possible kidney stone, was diagnosed with renal colic. CBC, CMP, and CT were evaluated by Dr. Abbasi. Treated with Cipro, Zofran and Toradol. The patient is very happy with them and she is actually doing much better, pain-free now. She feels like she may have passed a small stone that was seen on the CT scan.

9. CG, 16-year-old with right hand pain. X-rays negative. Treated with Motrin. Diagnosed with hand sprain. Mother states that the child is doing much better at this time.
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
