HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with history of atrial fibrillation underwent ablation in the past. The patient was also hypertensive during the last visit and placed on spironolactone 25 mg daily. The patient’s blood pressure is well controlled now.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/78 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16, and weight 150 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 

1. Atrial fibrillation and flutter and status post ablation.

2. Hypertension, which is improved.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will continue the patient’s present medical management and also schedule the patient for a seven-day heart monitor to evaluate any asymptomatic atrial fibrillating.
