Genaro Campbell was seen for evaluation of goiter.

He states that he has had a swelling in his neck for several years and this has become more prominent recently and is causing him some degree of cosmetic discomfort.

He states that he has occasional issues with swallowing with no hoarseness.

Past medical history is otherwise uneventful.

Family history is negative for thyroid problems.

Social History: He works as a janitor. He smokes occasional cigar and drinks alcohol.

General review is significant for about 30 pounds weight loss, which has been induced by change in dietary habits.

On examination, blood pressure 130/80, weight 202 pounds, and BMI is 30. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was palpable but the isthmus more prominent and a large nodule felt in it. There was no neck lymphadenopathy.

An ultrasound of the thyroid gland has shown the right lobe to be large 7.3 cm and the left 4.6 cm and a 4.3 cm nodule in the right lobe and a 6.4 cm nodule in the isthmus.

Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Multinodular goiter with large nodules in the isthmus and right lobe on ultrasound.

I discussed the situation with him and have explained that from a cosmetic standpoint, the only way of eliminating this appearance to have a thyroidectomy.

I have recommended that he consult with Dr. Beth Kimball in Ann Arbor with a view towards possible thyroidectomy.
