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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2017. The patient was on board on an aircraft carrier USS Theodore Roosevelt.  The patient was washing an aircraft at night at 3 a.m.  The patient was running for some soap.  As he was running, the patient hit the forehead against an F-18 weapon rack.  The patient hit the forehead against the metal part which is the weapon rack underneath the wing.  The patient immediately lost consciousness.  He fell back and landed on his back and elbows.  His elbow was injured.  The patient had bleeding from the elbow.  The patient also had bleeding in the forehead.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient was bleeding from the forehead.  The patient believes that he was out of consciousness for about a minute.  The patient was brought by his colleague, to the medical bay.  The patient received stitching on the forehead running between the eyes.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.

Since this incidence, the patient has been having headaches 2 to 3 times a week.  They are severe headaches.  The patient has significant light sensitivity.  As a matter of fact, under the sun, become very sensitive and has difficulty seeing.  The patient also has poor memory.  His memory is significantly poor.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient also has word finding difficulty sometimes.  The patient is not able to identify the words he wants to say.

The patient is currently working for Gilead, as a calibration technician.  The patient works with HVAC system.  The patient needs to work on the roof a lot.  However when he is on the roof, it is mostly white color.  It is reflecting the light off his eyes.  The patient tells me it becomes very light sensitive on the roof.  The patient is not able to see the small numbers in the HVAC unit.  The patient has difficulty to work on top of the roof because of the light sensitivity.  The patient has vision problems.  The patient tells me that the light triggers him to have severe headaches.  His memory is also poor.  He has also difficulty remember things at work. 
MoCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed 4/5 on the delay recall.  He only scored 1/5 on the delay recall.  He missed 4/5.  He also missed 1 on the orientation; he did not know the city here.
It is my opinion that he sustained traumatic brain injury.  He hit in 2017, the patient was on board on the USS Theodore Roosevelt Aircraft Carrier.  The patient was washing the plane at 3 a.m.  The patient hit the forehead against the weapon rack underneath an F18 Fighter Plane wing.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had bleeding in between the eyes and the forehead.  The patient needs stitching.  On examination, he clearly have the scar tissue from the stitching and the injury. 
On examination, the patient also has significant poor memory.  His MoCA examination shows that he missed 4/5, on the delay recall.  The patient also has significant headaches every week.  They could be severe.

The patient also has very significant light sensitivity, which is part of the migraines.  I believe the migraines and light sensitivity are due to the traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness immediately after traumatic brain injury in 2017, also suggesting it was a traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness, severe headache, and light sensitivity, mental fogginess, these all signs and symptoms are for traumatic brain injury. 
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
