Dear Kristina:

This is a followup for Mrs. Childs who has chronic kidney disease, history of colon cancer, CHF, aortic stenosis, and coronary artery disease.  Last visit in December.  Denies hospital admission.  She is hard of hearing, does her own cooking.  Appetite and weight are stable.  Isolated nausea, vomiting, one opportunity back to normal, no bleeding, chronic constipation, no bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Right now no edema.  No oxygen, chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  No orthopnea, PND, or dyspnea.  No recent fall, uses a walker, some bruises of the skin.  No bleeding nose or gums.  Some upper respiratory infection, sinus congestion, follows with cardiology Dr. Alkiek, prior aortic valve replacement and coronary artery stenting.  There is however also mitral valve disease, but there are no plans for intervention.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight Lasix, Aldactone, diltiazem, Coreg, cholesterol diabetes management, Eliquis and Plavix.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 117/65, hard of hearing but normal speech.  Alert and oriented x3.  No evidence of respiratory distress.  Able to speak in full sentences.  Weight 115.

Labs:  Normal kidney function.  Anemia 11.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, glucose running high.  Normal potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis 22, low sodium 136.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Elevated alkaline phosphatase, other liver function test is normal, high-level of ferritin.  Normal B12 and folic acid.  Normal iron saturation, has elevated CEA at 4.1, anemia 11.7.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Normal kidney function.

2. Prior kidney abnormalities in relation to CHF issues.

3. Congestive heart failure.

4. Status post TAVR.

5. Prior colon cancer without recurrence although CEA elevated.

6. Bladder cancer, follow with urology, extensive atherosclerosis.

7. From the renal standpoint stable.  Come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
