Dear Mr. Knight:

This is a followup for Mrs. Molina who has hypertension, small kidneys and advance renal failure.  Last visit in October.  She developed corona virus infection, was in the hospital for three weeks or longer, did not require ventilatory assistant, presently off the oxygen.  Daughter participated of this encounter.  They are grieving the loss of husband, which was also my patient Manuel who died from corona virus complications.  Right now no vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  She has normal taste and smell.  No respiratory distress, chest pain, or palpitation.  No oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight Lasix, Coreg, and Norvasc.  In the hospital required Seroquel that has been discontinued, remains on antidepressants.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 118/66.  Present weight down 165, previously 178.  Hard of hearing, but alert and oriented x3.  Speech full sentences.
Labs:  There are no new chemistries since February, at that time creatinine 1.2, needs to be updated.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Anemia 11, low platelet count 139.  GFR 44 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Recent COVID, prolonged hospital admission recovered to baseline, presently no oxygen, no respiratory failure.
2. CKD stage IIIB.
3. Hypertension, presently well controlled.
4. Bilateral small kidneys without obstruction.
5. Nephrolithiasis without activity.
6. Atrial fibrillation not anticoagulated.
7. History of giant cell arteritis, presently not active.
8. Chemistries need to be updated to assess progression, electrolyte, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, nutrition, PTH and anemia.  Adjustments will be done with those results.  If everything is stable, come back in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
