Dear Dr. Ball:
This is a followup for Mrs. Williams with prior left-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer, chromophobe type University of Michigan, has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, follows through University of Michigan.  Adrenal gland removed.  Spleen and pancreas not touch.  Last visit in October.  Low blood pressure, off the lisinopril.  Right now weight is stable at 225.  Denies change of appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness or blood.  No edema, claudication symptoms, or discolor of the toes.  No ulcers.  No chest pain, palpitations, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No skin rash or bruises.  No fever or headaches.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Blood pressure a combine atenolol, chlorthalidone.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 108/59.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory process.

Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.3 which is baseline, GFR of 42 that will be stage IIIB, low potassium likely from diuretics.  Normal sodium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  PTH not elevated.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Left-sided nephrectomy including adrenal gland as indicated above chromophobe renal cancer.  No recurrence, tomorrow goes to University of Michigan, they are planning to do blood test and a CT scan.  I would not oppose the use of IV contrast.

3. Blood pressure running in the low side.  I would like her to cut the medication in half.  Depending on blood pressure, we will stay low dose or go back to her baseline.

4. Low potassium from diuretics, cutting down diuretic dose.

5. Overweight, hyperlipidemia.  Continue diet.  Continue to monitor chemistries.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
