PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of high blood pressure for last 10 years. She is on a combination of amlodipine 5 mg and atenolol 50 mg and that is from India.
MENSTRUAL HISTORY: She is menopausal for last 10 years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height is 5’2” tall, weighing 129 pounds, BMI 23, blood pressure 142/81 and oxygen saturation 98%.
Head: She is normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: History of hypertension seems to be well controlled.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, and lipids and also we will check TSH. We will continue current medications as she is taking since the blood pressure is well controlled.
