This is a progress report on Manubhai Patel.

This 75-year-old white male comes for followup today. He was initially seen a year ago for urinary tract infection. His PSA then was elevated so patient was then referred to urologist. He saw urologist in Dallas and I think he had microwave therapy of his prostatic hypertrophy. The patient says since then he improved, however, he still continues to have increase frequency of urination at night and that worries him.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has been healthy otherwise.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 75-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 119 pounds, height 5 feet 3 inch tall, and blood pressure 131/71.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Benign prostatic hypertrophy.

2. History of elevated PSA.

3. Elevated hemoglobin A1c on last evaluation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, PSA, and lipid level. I would go ahead and prescribe him Flomax for his BPH once the lab is available we could make further recommendations.
