This is 66-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. His main symptoms occasional episode of hypoglycemia. He feels fine today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes for last 10 years. He has been on metformin and glimepiride. He takes metformin 500 mg in the morning and 500 mg at night and glimepiride 2 mg in the morning. In past, he had appendectomy when he was 15-year-old. He also had left tibia fracture, which required treatment. He still wears the brace.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metformin 500 mg b.i.d., glimepiride 2 mg daily, and atorvastatin 10 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 66-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inch tall, weighing 136 pounds, and blood pressure 137/83.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. History of hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, lipid, and PSA once available we could make further recommendations.
