HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2½-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today related to cough. She has had these symptoms for several days now. Also, not eating as well. Mother suspects she might have sore throat as well. She plays well however, but diminished appetite. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No other issues brought forth today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Over-the-counter medications.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review systems from the mother’s point of view, nothing was brought up other than the cough and the decreased appetite.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure not obtained. Pulse 98. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 18. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Moderate amount of cerumen bilaterally. Landmarks are not visible, mostly obscured by cerumen. I have advised that they get an earwax removal product from over-the-counter at Walgreens as a recommendation and then return back to clinic if not successful. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation throughout. The patient is coughing through the exam however.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur appreciated. Regular rate and rhythm.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Labs today, strep test negative.

2. Acute pharyngitis. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL.

3. Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough, 30 mL.

The patient will be monitored by the mother. If no improvement is made in the next few days, she will return to clinic.
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
