HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old young man. Mother brings him in today related to fever, diarrhea, and diminished appetite. The patient did have the flu approximately one month ago, influenza type B. Mother states it seems to some degree those symptoms he had back then are returning now. Decreased activity level as well although nothing very significant, he just does not play as long and tends to be cuddled by mother now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Advil, Tylenol and an over-the-counter allergy medicine.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A complete review of systems was done with the mother, completely negative with the exception of what is mentioned above.

There is no change in his bladder function. No foul odor. We tried to get a urine sample today. He was unable to produce one related to him just voiding prior to coming into the office here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no acute distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Some mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Landmarks are visible on the left side, not on the right. No acute accumulation of cerumen. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear throughout. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 118. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur appreciated.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and strep test, both were negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute pharyngitis and mild gastroenteritis. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Diarrhea. Loperamide 1 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. three times daily p.r.n. diarrhea, 45 mL.

He is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Mother will assist in monitoring symptoms and return to clinic here if not improving.
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
