HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old infant, mother complains of left eye discharge of mucus, also mother states she has cough and she has been running fever as well; temperature of 100.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She seems alert. She does make good eye contact.
VITAL SIGNS: Fever of 100.0 today as well.
HEENT: Obvious discharge from the left eye, green in color and pustular. It looks as though some of those eyelashes have been matted shut as well for that left eye. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test which was positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep test was positive; acute streptococcal pharyngitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop every four hours for the next two to three days until clear.

Plan of care has been given to the mother. She understands. She is to monitor and watch for improvement. If she has any questions or gains in improvement have not been made, she will return to clinic or call.
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
