Ms. Wordes is debilitated. She has increased tone. She has a slight sore on the buttocks. There is a wound of the buttock that is not deep. They are using DermaSyn, which is a silver antibiotic gel followed by DuoDerm and change every two days. She denies any pain there. She has poverty of speech. She has contractures of the knees. She does not ambulate any more. Her arthritic pains are controlled at present.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, vomiting, bleeding, diarrhea, or other specific complaints. There is no evidence of heartburn. She does have contractures of the knees especially on the left.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not distressed. Vital Signs: Pulse 64, respiratory rate 16, weight 82 pounds, blood pressure 110/67. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3.. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Skin: The buttock wounds are described above. Musculoskeletal: She has contracture of the knees. She is nonambulatory. She will not be able to wheel herself either.
Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Wordes has hypertension, which is currently controlled without any specific antihypertensives and trends on the low side. It was 100/67 now.

2. She has hypothyroidism stable with levothyroxine 100 mcg daily.

3. She has osteoarthritic pains. She moves a little and she uses morphine as needed from hospice. She has Norco 5/325 mg twice a day and may need an extra one if needed for pain.
4. She is on milk of magnesia 15 mL every eight hours as needed for constipation or MiraLax 17 g scheduled each day.

5. She is on Risperdal for psychosis and behaviors, but she is a bit weak and her behavior seemed to be controlled.
