EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.

A:
Constipation, hypertension, advanced Alzheimer’s dementia with behavioral disorder, and atrial fibrillation.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed.  Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient had episode of bleeding with his constipation.  He has been started on stool softeners.  His wife is at bedside.
