SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. The patient has been started on Otezla 30 mg two times a day by his dermatologist, Dr. Atkins in Midland for psoriasis. The patient has lost 18 pounds since last visit on October 2021 as a side effect of Otezla. The patient’s blood sugars have improved and he is taking Novolin N 60 units in the morning and 30 units in the evening and sometimes he takes it only once a day.

PLAN: Novolin N will be discontinued. Toujeo 50 units daily is ordered initially and he will monitor his blood sugars and he will call us every three to five days and we will adjust the dose of insulin. The patient will stop taking Novolin N as well as Novolin R. Blood test will be done today.
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
