PATIENT NAME: Kothawala, Ilaben

DATE OF SERVICE: 04/07/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient was seen in the office on March 29, 2022 and she was started on Levaquin500 mg daily for cough, chest congestion, wheezing, and suggestive of acute bronchitis. The patient took Levaquin for five days and she had developed chest pain yesterday and today chest pain is not radiating to the arm or neck. She does not have any sweating. The patient was advised to go to the emergency room for EKG and blood test but she does not want to go. She says she will go to tomorrow in Midland.

PLAN: EKG troponin 1 are ordered. If patient’s chest pain gets severe she needs to go to the emergency room. The patient does not have any previous cardiac history. There is no family history of heart disease. Her lipid panel done on December 30, 2021 had shown cholesterol 194 and HDL cholesterol 55. The patient was given prescription of Levaquin 500 mg daily for 10 days at last visit and she has taken about five tablets and we advised her to discontinue Levaquin. The patient started Levaquin five days ago only. Levaquin was ordered on March 29, 2022. The patient’s allergies included now Levaquin and we have added Levaquin in the allergies today. The patient will call us after she gets EKG and troponin 1. If her chest pain gets worse she will go to emergency room as mentioned above. She does not want to go to the emergency room at present.
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
