CC: Facial swelling.
HPI: A 93-year-old seen after staff reporting the patient had quick progression of swelling of the right side of her face. At dinnertime, she did not want to eat, which is unusual for her and then later it was noticed as she was just sitting that there is a difference in the size of the right side of her face versus left. It is a clear change. The patient was cooperative to exam. She has advanced dementia, unable to give any information, did flinch a bit when there was palpation. By looking at patient, there is no evidence of trauma.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, wheelchair bound, HTN, hypothyroid, depression, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg t.i.d., TUMS b.i.d., and Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN and MORPHINE.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, seated in her wheelchair, quiet with her eyes intermittently closed.

HEENT: Clear swelling of right side of face versus left from the zygomatic arch down to the right corner of her mouth and then extending to the lateral facial area, it is firm to palpation. No warmth. It is tender. There is no redness and it clearly expands upward facially and then to the ear. There is swelling of the external ear canal. No LAD.

NEURO: Orientation x1. The patient did say a few words when asked a question that was helpful and she visually demonstrated pain to palpation of her ear.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Facial swelling extending to involve the external ear from the zygomatic arch down to the jawbone, felt the patient needs to be seen in the emergency room for imaging, which hopefully she will cooperate with and IV administration of antibiotic when determination is made. Family has been informed.
