HPI: A 95-year-old seen in room. I gave her the handicap parking decal form and told her that I was going to leave it with her so that her son could get it. She was wanting an explanation of what it was, got upset, felt as though her son was trying to do something to her and just explained what it is for and that it does not change anything else. The patient continues on PT and states that the plans for her to leave at the end of this month are no longer, she needs to stay in for continued therapy as she is not able to fully weight bear on her right leg and transferring is also an issue. The patient is status post left intertrochanteric fracture with ORIF 05/20/2021. There were some complications and there had to be surgical redo. She currently gets around with a walker and a wheelchair; she could propel the wheelchair without difficulty, the walker is a little harder for her.
DIAGNOSES: Left lower extremity post ORIF with difficulty weight-bearing, cognitive impairment, hypothyroid, HTN, HLD, and anxiety.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/18/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female sitting comfortably in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/70, pulse 68, temperature 96.8, respirations 17 and weight 166.8 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. She became quickly agitated and had this paranoid thinking that her son was trying to do something to her and reassured her that was not the issue. Her speech is clear. She can make her needs known. She has clear short-term memory deficits, requires repetition of explanation.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient ambulated across from independently, did hold on to things, however. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Completion of handicap parking decal. It was done and explained to the patient, she seemed to calm down. It is in room and son is notified.
