CC: Request medication form change.
HPI: A 98-year-old in room pleasant as usual. She is on Mucinex pills and there is the request that it be in liquid form, it is effective for her. She also had lesions that were treated with TCM cream and there has been resolution, she would like to keep the cream available, but not use it every day. I told her we would make it p.r.n.
DIAGNOSES: Intermittent congestion with cough, HTN, HOH, WCB, depression and sleep disorder.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with bite-size pieces.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is frail, but alert and communicative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 70, temperature 97.8, respirations 19, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 115 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. Some upper airway congestion, but no cough. Anterior lung fields, there are increased bronchial breath sounds, but without expectoration.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 2-3. Speech clear, communicates her needs and likes to engage in conversation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good posture in her wheelchair, which she propels around. She does require transfer assist.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion. Guaifenesin liquid 100 mg/5 mL, so 15 mL b.i.d. routine and q.6h. p.r.n.
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
