CC: Followup on cough and congestion.

HPI: A 78-year-old with a history of COPD, was treated for cough and congestion on 03/26/2022, with Keflex 250 mg q.i.d. for seven days with resolution of cough and congestion. Wife states that he looks better and seems at his baseline. She was taking around the unit pushing him in his wheelchair. He smiled when he passed by.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia diagnosed in 2018, COPD, CAD, HTN, depression and OA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/28/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Lifespring.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert male seated quietly in his wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/93, pulse 73, temperature 98.5, and weight 177.8 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: He has fairly good effort and symmetric excursion. Lung fields clear with normal effort and rate.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2. Makes eye contact with smile when he is happy. Remains verbal stating only a few words here and there and random in content.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He leans forward in his wheelchair and propels it with his feet for short distances. No lower extremity edema. Intact radial pulses.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Cough and congestion resolved with antibiotic and his p.r.n MDIs were also utilized. The patient however has difficulty using them properly. So, we will reevaluate ordering them when out.

2. Alzheimer’s disease and no significant progression, however, the benefit of Aricept appears passed. We will use the remaining med and then not refill going forward, but continuing on Namenda.
