CC: Medication refusal, UA followup, and anxiety.

HPI: A 77-year-old with unspecified dementia and BPSD in the form of care refusal seen today for same issue. She has ASA 81 mg b.i.d. prescribed it was decreased to once daily and she continues refusal. Question of whether these behavioral issues were infection related i.e. UTI led to UA being obtained on 04/01 results show a specific gravity of 1.029 with small leukocyte esterase otherwise unremarkable. Today when seen, patient again directed where we would sit and then I wanted to direct the conversation. Her speech was circular did not make sense. I then tried to clarify and bring up one and then a second topic that we would discuss and got through that with patient continuing to refer to the faculty and that she was not going to hear psychological circle talk and I spoke later with her daughter/POA Kit who states that this is what she has become used to from her mother. The patient is difficult to redirect and does what she wants to although today she was in an activity sitting quietly. She does go to meals and goes to bed at the appropriate times. Daughter acknowledges that generally she will get along with her mother based on doing what her mother wants her to do. She acknowledges that her mother had a very difficult upbringing with a lot of abuse and so identified some of this behaviors coming from that.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with BPSD and again lab work done on 02/21/22 was WNL.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PCN, LATEX, EPINEPHRINE, PREDNISOLONE, EVISTA, and LEVAQUIN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOME HEALTH: LifeSpring.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/68, pulse 73, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 110.2 pounds.

HEENT: Full thickness hair. Corrective lenses in place. She was well groomed.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Cooperates with deep inspiration. Normal effort. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Flat and nontender. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently. No LEE. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with senile change on sun exposed areas.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dementia with BPSD in addition to care resistance she is now shown more agitation. Discussed ABH gel with her daughter she is an agreement that something to adjust her mood is indicated so 1/12.5/1 mg/mL, 1.5 mL q.d. and will add a p.r.n. orders as need indicated.

2. UA review. It has been reflexed for culture given initially UA report not unexpected that the culture returns consistent with normal genital flora, negative for UTI. No intervention required.
