CC: Compression wrap issue.

HPI: An 87-year-old with a history of left arm and leg edema and arm secondary to no dissection and leg secondary to gait instability with increased weightbearing. She is followed by Select Home Health who had provided an arm sleeve for her left arm and currently does not feel the need for it as the edema has resolved and been so for some time. Her left lower extremity does become swollen intermittently more so than the right which generally remains normal and she requests some compression wrap from her home health. I told her I would address that.

DIAGNOSES: Left upper extremity lymphedema secondary to breast CA related no dissection and left lower extremity edema secondary to orthopedic issues.
MEDICATIONS: Lasix 40 mg MWF. The patient defers taking it more frequently.

ALLERGIES: Adhesive tape.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert at actually in the beauty shop when seen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/86, pulse 81, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Her left arm, the girth is a bit more than her right arm, but no evidence of edema or lymphedema and she was not wearing her arm sleeve and then lower extremities increase girth of the left leg with trace distal nonpitting edema.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2 to 3 interactive and in good spirits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Extremity edema, request arm sleeve for left upper extremity, but she wants a break from wearing it routinely.
