CC: Bruising.

HPI: A 97-year-old seen after staff noted a large bruise on her left upper extremity. The patient is total assist with the exception of feeding. She is not on anticoagulant and there is visible large purple bruise on her left upper extremity. The patient was seen in the dining room feeding herself. I was able to live examine the area touching it without any evident discomfort. Staff report that she is going on as per usual and has to be lifted for all repositioning which may be a factor.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, CKD IV, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed, no anticoagulant.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/85, pulse 100, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, and weight 109 pounds which is down 11.6 pounds from March.
NEURO: Seated quietly, appeared comfortable.

SKIN: The violaceous bruise on her left upper extremity is palpated. No evidence of hematoma and nontender.

SKIN: Intact. No similar bruising elsewhere on her body.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She looked at me and passing no comment.

PSYCH: She appears to be in good spirits, interactive with other residents. She can speak, but does so infrequently and it is random and out of context.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: LUE bruise most likely done when receiving transfer assist not on anticoagulant. No issue at this time.
