MEDICAL INFORMATION AVAILABLE PRIOR TO EXAMINATION: Yes. Medical records from Kids Skill dated 11/21/19.
COVID-19 STATUS: The mother states that no one in the family has had COVID-19 or been exposed to it. No one has had fever, cough, shortness of breath, aches and pains, or diarrhea. The claimant HAs not tested positive for COVID-19 or been around any family members who have had COVID-19. Both the mother and the claimant have had two COVID-19 vaccines in 2021.
INFORMANT: Mother Priscilla Arredondo.
IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is an 8-year-old female who presented to my office with her mother as informant to evaluate allegations of leg issues and speech impairment. The mother states that she is presently unemployed and has never worked. She has one child on disability at this time and her husband does not work and she is presently separated from him. He is a Mexican citizen and lives in Mexico at this time. The claimant lives in an apartment with her four children. The mother states that the claimant has had problems with her legs secondary to a scissor type gait and has also had problems with her speech.

ALLEGATIONS:
1. LEG ISSUES, SCISSOR GAIT.

2. SPEECH IMPAIRMENT.
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HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:
1. LEG ISSUES / SCISSOR GAIT: The mother states that since birth the claimant has had problems with a scissor gait walk that she was born with. The mother states she had difficulty ambulating and would trip over herself because of her toes being in an inward position. X-rays were taken and found to be somewhat mildly abnormal. No fractures were identified. No surgeries have been performed as well as no injections. Her physician at this time is Dr. Robert Reyes and also Dr. Lambert. She was told that possible surgery would be done at a later date when the claimant was older. The claimant has no symptoms of swelling, warmth, pain or stiffness, increased pain with cold damp weather, or pain that she feels at anytime during the day. Her limitations include being able to walk one block, stand for three to four hours, climb two to three flights of stairs, squat and bend over to pick up clothes. She is right-hand dominant and is able to write a little bit, use a glass to drink from, and button her clothes and put her clothes on. She is also able to lift approximately 1 to 2 pounds above her head. She has no assistive devices at this time and she takes no medication for pain. She does all physical activities. She is able to walk, run and play with her friend outdoor games. She does have a tendency to stumble, but her condition has gotten better with time.

2. SPEECH IMPAIRMENT: The claimant has had problems with speech impairments since 2017. She has had therapy two times per week for one year along with physical therapy. At the present time, she is in the 2nd grade and was somewhat behind in school. The claimant does speak English and Spanish equally well. She does well with music and physical ed as far as grades go, but does not do very well with math and reading, which she makes 60s and 70s. She is presently not in special ed and is receiving therapy for her condition. She states that she does like going to school and playing with her friends, especially her older sibling. She does struggle academically and has mild decreased attention to doing certain tasks secondary to problems with her speech and language ability. The claimant was able to communicate very well and answer all my questions. She appears to be somewhat timid. The claimant does have moderate mixed receptive expressive language disorder and mild articulation disorder diagnosed by a speech therapist. At the present time, the claimant can count to 1 to 10 and is able to walk and do other activities. She is not receiving physical therapy or speech therapy at this time. She was diagnosed with a history of moderate to severe mixed receptive expressive language disorder, which appears to have gotten better since she received therapy. As noted earlier, she is able to communicate with me and answer all my questions and she does speak spontaneously. Her condition appears to be improving and it would most likely be beneficial for her to continue speech therapy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The claimant’s mother denies her having any problems with headaches, dizziness, visual problems, hearing problems, shakiness, clumsiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, soiling, bedwetting and day wetting, muscle weakness, abnormal posture, poor appetite, or rashes.
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ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The child enjoys listening to music, putting on makeup and pretty much as like all the other children she loves to play with dolls and she interacts very well with her big sister and the other siblings. She loves to play with the children at school. She is not a loner and does not have frequent fights with peers or adults and occasionally does have frequent fights with the other siblings. She loves to play with her videos and she loves to play outside where she plays games with the other children and appears to function well.

DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES: The claimant was an easy-to-care-for infant from 0 to 18 months of age. She was an easy-to-care-for toddler from 18 to 48 months of age. The claimant sat alone without support at 6 to 8 months of age, crawled at 6 to 8 months of age, walked without support at 1.2 years of age, said her first words at 1.5 years of age, said her first sentence at 1.5 years of age, self-dressed without help at 2.5 years of age, was bladder trained during the day at 2.5 years of age, was bladder trained during the night at 2.5 years of age, and was bowel trained at 2.5 years of age. During the first three years of life, the child frequently was distractible and was destructive as well as exploring the surrounding environment and was very active. The claimant sometimes cried, had temper tantrums, had extreme mood changes, was afraid of new faces and places, was unresponsive to discipline, enjoyed being held, and was predictable in terms of sleep and waking patterns. She rarely engaged in self hurting or injuring behavior

BIRTH HISTORY: The baby was born at Knapp Medical Center and the mother was in labor for 18 hours. There were no problems encountered during the first weeks of life. The delivery was not aided by instruments and was not a C-section baby. There was only one baby born during that birth. The baby was not blue at birth, but was mildly jaundiced and needed oxygen. The baby was not placed in an incubator and there was nothing wrong at that time. The baby weighed approximately 7 pounds and was 20.5 inches long. The mother and the baby stayed two days in the hospital.

PAST HISTORY: The claimant does have scissor gait walk, which appears to be noted in the father’s history. Speech impairment which was diagnosed as a moderate to severe mixed receptive expressive language disorder which appears to have gotten better. The claimant was able to communicate very well with me, and allergies.

MAJOR SURGERIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: The claimant is on montelukast 5 mg q.d. for allergies.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father is 29 and does have a mild scissor gait. Mother is 26 and in good health.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: Nobody in the family smokes. No one drinks alcohol in the family. There is no one in the family with a seizure disorder. There is nobody in the family that uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse.  COMMUNICABLE DISEASES: There is no one in the family that has had hepatitis, HIV, or any sexually transmitted diseases.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

TEMP: 97.7.

PULSE: 57 bpm

GROWTH CHART: The claimant is 100 percentile for her weight and also is at the 20 percentile for her height.

GENERAL: The claimant is a well-nourished and well-developed female, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted.

NECK: Supple without thyromegaly or mass.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

CARDIAC: Normal S1 and S2 without murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted.

BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema. The claimant does appear to have mild inward rotation of the hips and of the femurs, but is able to function by walking and also by running. The mother states her condition has gotten better with time.

SKIN: No rashes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation on exam. The claimant had a normal gait and station. She could walk on heels, toes, and squat without any difficulties.
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NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were intact. Deep tendon reflexes were +2 in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was 5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting. The claimant had a good fine finger control to dexterous movements.

CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed no evidence of any obvious vision or hearing problems. There was no facial dysmorphism and mild skeletal anomalies of scissor gait which is very mild and the claimant is able to walk and run at this time. There was no physical evidence indicating any side effects of medication. The claimant’s behavior and attention span was appropriate. She related to and interacts well with the examiner and her caregiver. Her affect is appropriate. Her speech, both quantity and quality is spontaneous and on imitation age appropriate although somewhat mildly decreased for her age group. Her receptive, expressive and communicative ability was mildly below age appropriate. Her general health shows no evidence of abnormality.

PROBABLE DIAGNOSES:

1. LEG ISSUES – SCISSOR GAIT but the claimant functions well and is able to run and walk with only mild occasional problems.

2. SPEECH IMPAIRMENT – mild, being treated at this time with speech therapy which appears to be helping her.

PROGNOSIS: Good. The claimant is able to speak English and Spanish at this time and appears to be doing a little better although she is making low grades in math and reading. Her mother states that she is making 60s in math and 70s in her reading ability.
